Missing a performance for reasons other than serious personal illness, a death in the family, or similar emergencies will result in an “F” for that quarter’s grade, regardless of the amount of points you have.


In case of illness, I must be notified in advance, and you must bring a note from your attending physician—this must be in my office no later than one week following the concert.


Proper attire is an absolute must.  You want to represent your self and school in the best way possible.  Dress pants and long skirts are proper.  If you attend a concert wearing blue jeans or T-shirts with lettering, you will not perform, and your grade will reflect a missed performance as stated above.


Concert Etiquette Tips:


Do not get up, walk around, or make any kind of movement while music is being played or a director is speaking.  Wait for applause before making any kind of disturbance.  If you need to use the restroom, you need to wait until there is no music being performed, only applause.  This is same for re-entering.  All professional concerts do not allow food or beverage in the concert hall.  Opening pop cans, bottles, or candy wrappers makes noise and therefore disturbs audience members and concert performers.  Do not talk while a musical piece is being played—this includes whispering.  Once again, wait for applause or breaks between pieces.  Young children should be kept still and quiet, and if they are making a disturbance, please leave the room with them. Whenever the National Anthem is being played, all caps are removed, your right hand is placed over your heart, and you should be facing the flag.  It is disrespectful to the flag, and all service men and women (some whom may be in the audience) to act in any other fashion.
